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Screencasting 
Screencasting is a program that re-

cords your computer screen with or 

without sound. This can be very 

handy for teaching tutorials and 

making presentations that are acces-

sible to anyone with a computer at 

anytime. Many librarians recom-

mend Jing for free screencasting 

software, which records up to 5 

minutes. After recording, you 

may add text boxes and arrows 

to highlight information during 

the tutorial, much like a Power-

point presentation.  Jing is 

made by TechStudio but the 

free version does include the 

Camtasia editing software. 

Without being able to edit, you 

cannot get rid of those pesky

Everyone is aware that the 

economy remains challenged by a 

recession. The library is not 

immune. For the fiscal year 

starting July 1st, the library budget 

has been cut by almost $22,000. 

This year, the budget was reduced 

by $6000. These reductions are on 

top of cuts to the aid we receive 

directly from the state, which were 

over $10,000 this fiscal year.  For 

fiscal 2011, state aid amounts are 

unknown but will most likely 

remain at or below the current 

amount.  

There is no way the library can 

continue to absorb these losses 

without the public seeing the effect. 

The Sunday hours, which have been 

so popular for the past five years, 

will be cut. We were fortunate this 

year to keep Sunday hours, thanks 

to the support of the Advisory 

Committee and Town Meeting. The

the state reduced aid again for fiscal 

2011. All departments have cut 

about 2.8% from their budgets. 

While we have worked to protect 

the collection as much as possible, 

there will be some reductions. A 

few expensive subscriptions will 

not be renewed. A few newspapers 

will be dropped. Some worn books 

may not be replaced. We will have to 

apply for a waiver from the state to 

remain certified (which many 

libraries have already had to do.) 

Library usage has risen approxi-

mately 17% since 2005; 4% alone in 

the last two years!  With no new staff 

and decreased or frozen budgets, 

this has been challenging. We do 

expect and desire continued high 

usage of the collection and the 

building.  We are here to help and 

will continue to provide the best 

library for you and the town. Come
